Gospel Jn 20:19-23

Jesus breathes the Holy Spirit into the Apostles

The feast of Pentecost celebrates the power of the Holy Spirit
coming upon the disciples and energising them to set about their
mission of continuing the ministry of Jesus. The gospel reading is
one of the post-resurrection appearances by Jesus when he
breathed the Holy Spirit upon the disciples. The actual events of
that first Pentecost are recorded in the book of Acts and are
recalled in this week’s first reading.

For the weeks following the death of Jesus the disciples had lived
in fear and confusion, not fully understanding what had happened
and not really knowing what to do. When they realised that the
Spirit Jesus had breathed upon them was really present and urging
them to action they finally had the courage to begin the mission that
Jesus had entrusted to them: to spread the Good News of Jesus
and continue to realise his message in the world.

AUSTRALIAN GOVERNMENT ASSISTANCE

Students from our school have recently undertaken an educational
tour of the National Capital. Students were given the opportunity
to participate in a variety of educational programs which focused
on Australia’s history, culture, heritage and democracy. The
Australian Government recognises the importance of all young
Australians being able to visit their National Capital as part of
their Civics and Citizenship education. To assist families in
meeting the cost of the excursion the Australian Government is
contributing funding of $20 per student under the Parliament and
Civics Education Rebate (PACER) program toward those costs.
This contribution will be paid directly to the school upon
completion of the excursion. This amount has already been
factored into the overall cost of Year 6 excursions for this year.

SEASONS FOR GROWTH
INVITATION TO PARENTS

Change and loss are issues that affect all of us at some stage in
our lives. At St Angela’s we recognise that when changes occur
in families through death, separation, divorce or related
circumstances, children may benefit from learning how to
manage these changes effectively. We are therefore offering a
very successful education program called Seasons for Growth.
This program s facilitated in small groups and is based on
research that highlights the importance of social support and
the need to practise new skills to cope effectively with change
and loss. The program focuses on issues such as self esteem,
managing feelings, problem-solving, decision-making, effective
communication and support networks.

Seasons for Growth runs for eight weeks and each weekly
session is 30-40 minutes. The program concludes with a
‘Celebration’ session. Later in the year each group will have the
opportunity to meet for two further sessions to build on their
earlier learning.

Seasons for Growth will commence in Term 3 and will be
facilitated by teachers/staff who have received special training
in the use of this program.

If your son or daughter has experienced grief through death,
separation, divorce or related circumstances and would benefit
from Seasons for Growth, we would encourage you to talk to
him/her about this. Should he/she decide to participate, please
email the school office at stangelas@parra.catholic.edu.au by
next Friday 9th June.

Children’s Work Books Coming Home

This coming week the children will be bringing home their books,
work folders etc. in the Key Learning Areas of Religious Education
and Mathematics.

In your child’s Religious Education books, please take the time to
look through, discuss and enjoy the work and responses your child
has completed, that relate to the Units of Work set out in Diocesan
Syllabus, Sharing Our Story. Please remember that not all work
undertaken in this Key Learning Area is recorded in workbooks.
Prayer, role plays, research reading, listening to God’s word etc. also
play an important part in the children’s learning. You may like to
discuss your child’s everyday faith experiences particularly in this
important time of Lent.

Also coming home will be your child’s Mathematics books. Please
note that not all mathematical thinking is recorded in workbooks.
Children undertake a great deal of mental computation, reasoning and
problem solving. They are also often required to articulate their
thinking in a group.

We encourage you to write a comment to your child in their book
after their last piece of work. Children really do treasure your
comments and it allows us to see that the book did indeed leave
the school bag and that you have taken the time to walk through
it with your child. Additionally, we ask that the books be
returned promptly the next school day so that your child can
continue their written work in the appropriate book.
